In 2014, Sheriff John Tharp took notice of the increasing number of h/2017/09/29/btc-cops-opioid-

addicts-crisis-shed-uniforms-cohen-

inmates in the Lucas County Corrections Center withdrawing from pea.cnn/vdeo/plavists/new-day-
opiates. Shortly after, in July of 2014 D.A.R.T. was launched in

response to the growing heroin and opioid epidemic.

D.A.R.T. was one of the first initiatives of its kind in our nation. It
allows officers responding to an overdose incident to be
empowered to offer treatment instead of arrest and
incarceration. Today, the D.A.R.T. unit reaches far beyond their
traditional roles as first responders and engage directly with
linkage to treatment for victims and their families.
